Plant Disease Notes

At the time of writing this the plant health clinic has not
released a new disease note so it is a repeat of last week. Needle blight has been
popping up on one of my favorite evergreen landscaping plants, the Yew. Yew
Needle Blight is a fungus that causes browning of the needles, when observed by a
magnifying glass small pustule-like fruiting bodies can be observed. Avoid overhead
watering and treat as soon as you see the presence of the disease.
