Plant Disease Notes

Black rot caused by Xanthomonas campestris pv.
campestris is one of the most damaging diseases of crucifers wherever they are
grown. Susceptible hosts include broccoli, Brussels sprouts, cabbage, cauliflower,
kale, rutabaga and turnip, as well as weeds in the cruciferous family such as
shepherd’s purse and wild mustard.
